The property owner/developer, Watson Land 

Company, completed more than 800k sf in leases 

during the fourth quarter of 2010 as inbound 

container volume continued to increase, according to 

the Ports of Los Angeles and Long Beach. The Port 

of Long Beach reported a 10.4 percent year-over-

year increase in inbound loaded containers, while 

the Port of Los Angeles witnessed an increase of 5.6 

percent during 2010.  

 

This trend has led to a flurry of leasing activity within Watson Land Company’s portfolio of South Bay 

properties according to the company’s Vice President of Marketing and Leasing, Lance Ryan. “The rise in 

leasing activity in the South Bay is a direct result of global logistics firms increasing their capacity to 

remain in step with heavy port traffic and growing retail demand,” he said.
